JULY 1st


E. Stanley Jones wanted to see unity among the churches of our land, believing as a missionary, that separated denominations send a poor signal to other lands whom we wish to win to the Lord. But after many years he concluded that a federated organization of churches, letting each denomination keep their individuality, was the only possible answer.


He explained that the Church was like a wheel. The rim of the wheel, encircling the spokes, was the Holy Spirit. It held the spokes together. The spokes represented denominations, connected at one end to the Spirit, which ran straight and true to the hub, the center, Jesus Christ.


Each spoke retained its individuality, yet functioned uniformly with the other spokes. The Holy Spirit holds each spoke in its place, always assuring that it reaches the center, Jesus. Thus the whole wheel is joined together, strong and secure, functioning as God ordains.


Stanley Jones believed that as we participated in a federated church we would answer the prayer of Jesus that all believers "may be one." Such a Church God desires.

Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it. (Ephesians 5:25).

JULY 2nd


My father had a pair of binoculars in a trunk in the attic when I was a lad. On rainy days I would play in the attic and try them out, but I saw only a blur!


One day I questioned my father about them, and he asked, "What did you see out the window with them?"


"Nothing!" I replied, "I could see more with my own eyes.


"Then," he said, "You must learn to focus them - that makes the difference." Some simple practice with him as a guide helped me to bring the distances that were blurred to my natural eye into clear focus.


How true this is with our spiritual eyes! Perhaps we see one tenth of our real ability with the natural eye. But once the Holy Spirit focuses our attention, and finds obedience, we will see clearly what had been so vague before. Most of our unhappiness comes because we do not see God's plan for our lives.

For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. (Gal. 5: 18).

JULY 3rd


Near our home when I was a lad there was a bank that had one of the old vault locks where at least three persons with different keys were needed to unlock it. It was a way to safeguard the money and valuables held by that financial institution.


The locksmith made those vaults so no one person had access to the vaults without the concurrence of the other officials. The wealth inside was protected by the group. This is true in the spiritual world also.


The wealth of the divine blessing is found among the fellowship of believers. Churches make their decisions not by one person, but by the Holy Spirit speaking through the loyalty and devotion of His disciples.


There are times when the weakness of some, lead people to think that the riches of the Gospel are in danger. Not so; the wealth of God's Word is unlocked by faithful followers of the Lord. They hold the keys to the vaults of God's truth.

Where two or three are gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst of them. (Matt. 18:20).

JULY 4th


Thomas Jefferson once asked, "What has destroyed liberty and the rights of man in every government which has ever existed under the sun?" and he answered, "The generalizing and concentrating all cares and powers into one body."


One researcher found that on the average Congress passes about thirteen hundred new laws a year, and that nearly two hundred government bureaus without law-making powers under the Constitution are promulgating rules and regulations of their own. That would make our founding fathers turn over in their graves


We deeply want and need liberty and democracy in this country, but if we are to keep them we will hear the Christ, the revealer of everlasting laws, say to us, seek first God's kingdom and righteousness. Laws are needed, but they must be framed for a people who put righteousness first!

His righteousness endureth forever. (Psalm 111:3).

JULY 5th


In the international hunger for world peace, we must remember that the foundation is of the spirit. Here is how, at 81 years of age, Benjamin Franklin rose in the Constitutional convention and said:


"I have lived, Sir, a long time; and the longer I live, the more convincing proofs I see of this truth, THAT GOD GOVERNS IN THE AFFAIRS OF MEN. And if a sparrow cannot fall to the ground without his notice, is it probable that an empire can rise without his aid? We have been assured, Sir, in the Sacred Writings, that 'except the Lord build the house, they labor in vain that build it.' I firmly believe this; and I also believe, that, without his concurring aid, we shall succeed in this political building no better than the builders of Babel."


Without God in the heart of government the words of the Master apply: "A foolish man, who built his house upon the sand: and the rain descended, and the floods came, and the wind blew, and smote upon the house; and it fell: and great was the fall thereof."

If the foundations are destroyed, what can the righteous do? (Psalm 11:3).

JULY 6th


Just above Florence, Alabama is a great hydroelectric dam built by T.V.A. In order for a vessel to rise to the lake above the dam it has to enter the locks and cut off its power. Once the gate is closed, water flows in and lifts the vessel to a higher level. It then goes on to the second lock, etc.


After a nervous breakdown Harry Emerson Fosdick bore this testimony: "He who cannot let go, cannot hang on; and he who loses serenity within, loses everything without." Like the water of the lock that lifted the vessel without the use of its own power, is the spirit of God when the ascent upstream is too much for our own strength.
St. Augustine said, "Let my soul take refuge from the crowding turmoil of worldly thoughts beneath the shadow of thy wings; let my heart, this sea of restless waves, find peace in Thee, O God." There is tremendous power in serene relaxation in God - in resting back upon the Divine Presence and being lifted by it.

Be still, and know that I am God. (Psalm 46:10).

JULY 7th


The words of Adolf Hitler ring in my ears: "After the destruction of Judaism, the extinction of Christian slave morals must follow logically." Note his purpose: When he had exterminated Judaism, then he would exterminate Christian ethics, too.


Hitler was not the first or the last wanting to exterminate the ethical principles of Jesus, describing them as too ideal.


Remember what George Bernard Shaw said when he looked at a world at war: "I am ready to admit that after contemplating the world and human nature for nearly sixty years, I see no way out of the world's misery but the way which would have been found by Christ's will if he had undertaken the work of a modern practical statesman."


In an age that boasts of being scientific, why should we forget that whatever men and women and nations sow, they reap?

The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance. 
(Gal. 5:22-23).

JULY 8th


In the business of life we need to learn how to wait. Isaiah 40:31 says flatly: "They that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength."


In the Acts of the Apostles the followers of the Lord were instructed to WAIT for the coming of the Holy Spirit, the comforter. The word, "Comforter" comes from the Latin "fortis" which means brave. The Comforter is the One who fills believers with courage and strength, as they wait.


This "waiting" on the Lord and His Spirit, is not the waiting of procrastination or deferral, but one of standing in readiness and anticipation. It is awaiting a power outside ourselves. The power of the Spirit was going to MAKE them Christ's witnesses.


We did not invent atomic power. It always existed, but only in our time have persons tapped it and experienced it. It is so with the Holy Spirit, promised to those who wait for its power and experience!

But when the Holy Spirit is come upon you, you will receive power, and you will be my witnesses.... 
(Acts 1:8).

JULY 9th


The best tribute I can remember from my college days was the librarian saying to me, "You take more books from this library than any student on campus." From my early days I have had a special hunger for knowledge. I often ponder the words of Charles Kingsley, "Except a living person, there is nothing more wonderful than a book."


Yet, there is a stewardship of time that requires us to be selective in our reading. Charles Lamb once remarked that he said grace over the books he read, suggesting that what enters our minds through reading is as important as the food that enters our bodies.


For over 50 years I have reread each year the book that Dr. George Wesley Jones and I shared for devotions when we were college roommates, namely, "My Utmost for His Highest," by Oswald Chambers. I recommend that, after your Bible, it could be among your selected books. It is still in print. Richard C. Halverson, when he was chaplain of the U. S. Senate, said to me: "Through the years 'My Utmost for His Highest' has kept me on course by bringing me back to Jesus. Believing Jesus, not just believing my belief about Jesus, is basic."

I will hear what God the Lord will speak. (Psalm 85:8).

JULY 10th


One reason for our sense of inferiority is that we try to be somebody else. When David faced the giant, he did not minimize the strength of the giant, but neither did he let the giant minimize him.


In preparation for David to meet the giant, Saul took off his armor and put it on David. Can't you see him wearing Saul's brass helmet and coat of iron! Then he took Saul's sword in his hand. But Saul's armor did not fit David, and the shepherd boy did not know how to use a sword. David took off the armor and handed it back.


That was the best thing David could have done. He knew he had to fight the giant in his own way. So he took a sling out of his pocket, gathered up five stones and went forth. What a lesson for us! The reason we sometimes have inferiority complexes is that we try to be somebody else instead of ourselves. Do battle with what God has given.

Fear not; I will help thee. (Isaiah 41:13).

JULY 11th


The Spanish Inquisition adopted almost every kind of torture that man had known. In fact, we have developed few forms of punishment that were not used in those terrible days. One of the most subtle forms of suffering used in the Inquisition was placing a man in a dungeon that was not high enough for him to stand straight. Thus, he could not stand at his full height and breathe deeply and hold up his head. This would soon break the spirit of a man!


The New Testament knows about the breaking of the human spirit, and urges believers to remain separate from the ways of the world. Why? Because it knows what is necessary to sustain
a person's spirit. Compromise will break the spirit and lower the head!


Paganism comes with great promises, but centuries have revealed that it leads men to cells where they cannot stand tall. When a person compromises the truth, he begins to wither on the inside, and soon that leads to decay.

Prove all things: hold fast that which is good. 
(I Thess. 5:21).

JULY 12th


At the Hall of Fame for Great Americans, no person is eligible until twenty-five years after his death. This gives time for the dust of controversy to settle. Truth has time on its side.


Jesus said: "Judge not that you be not judged." 
(Matt. 7:1). Of course, we cannot refrain from making judgements. But Jesus was warning against hasty,severe fault-finding, which acts as a boomerang - returning as severely as that given.


Bobbie Burns gave us a model when judging by appearances:


O Wad some Pow'r the giftie gie us,


To see ourselves as others see us.


In the parable of the mote and the beam, we are encouraged to cleanse our

own eyes of the bias, anger, envy, or whatever keeps us from judging as we should like to be judged.

Teach us good judgement. (Psalm 119:66).

JULY 13th


It is not belief in propositions, but trust in a Person that has been the heart of the Gospel. The true word of religion is as the Psalmist said, "Though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for THOU art with me." (Ps. 23:4).


In sin, and burdened by a sense of guilt that he could not shake off and unable to forgive himself, one cries out to the living God to be forgiven. At such times one wants more than a set of propositions, he desires what Paul discovered.


On the side of his opinions Paul frankly confessed his limited and uncertain knowledge. ''Now we know in fragments," he wrote, "now we see through a glass darkly.'' But on the side of his trust he is adamant: "I know whom I have believed."


The abiding core of a child's life with his parent is not belief but trust!

Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not unto shine own understanding. (Proverbs 3:5).

JULY 14th


When Sir James Barrie was made rector of St. Andrews University he chose as the subject of his address, "Courage." He was talking to students after a great world war.


Barrie had written delightful works such as "Peter Pan," and many other dramas. But here he faced a crowd with a very grim background, and "Courage " was an appropriate subject.


He said that the Almighty " Could have provided us with better fun than hard work, but I don't know what it is. To be born poor is probably the next best thing. The greatest glory that has ever come to me was to be swallowed up in London, not knowing a soul, with no means of subsistence, and the fun of working till the stars went out. There was no food in the cupboard, so I did not have to waste time in eating."


There is humor in his words, but also great truth. In courage we develop ourselves, because we are in a world which does not seem to fit us.

The Lord is my  helper, and I shall not fear what man shall do unto me. (Heb. 13:6).

JULY 15th


Johnston Ross, a distinguished professor in London, told about a visit he made to a furniture dealer's shop in West London. The man was a Jew, and noticing that his customer wore clerical dress, he began to talk on religious matters.


After an interesting conversation, and his purchase, the professor mounted his bicycle, saying "Good-bye," when the dealer called out in Hebrew, "Peace be unto you" - using the plural form. The professor's curiosity was aroused and he stopped and asked, "Why do you put it so? Is  there another  that you wish peace to?"


"Yes," replied the Hebrew man, "Peace be to you and to the angel over your shoulder!" The Old Testament speaks repeatedly, as does the New Testament, of God's messengers guiding and protecting the people who put their trust in Him. In our hurt and in our sorrows God sends his messengers to guide and deliver!

He shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways. (Psalm 91:11).

JULY 16th


When I was in elementary school there was a special challenge for me. My friend could squeeze in and out of a ventilation hole of the masonry under the school. I attempted to follow him. But for some reason the hole got smaller after I entered.


When I tried to get out I discovered that I had grown in the few minutes under the building. My fear must have enlarged my body. The teacher had me take my clothes off, put them out the hole, and then rub Vaseline on my body to squeeze out. Only an inquisitive boy would get in that kind of predicament!


Fear can do some strange things to the mind and body. I think my problem coming through that tight hole was my anxiety about what discipline my father would take. Fortunately, he held a tight line on me. In his concern as a father he did not want me to harm myself. He cared!

Cast all your anxieties on Him for He cares about you. 
(I Peter 5:7).
JULY 17th


A recent stay at our hospital helped me to appreciate more than ever the people who volunteer for many areas of the health service. One man told me how retirement gave him an opportunity to do some of the things he had always desired. The hospital environment fitted that desire.


A lady who had been an employee of the hospital said that the week following her retirement she came back as a volunteer because she loved people and wanted to be with them especially in the time of need. "I just love to be with people," she declared.


Hospital authorities said that the volunteers helped to keep medical costs down for the patients, and allowed their medical professionals to concentrate their efforts. Warmth and caring cannot be bought, they reminded me.


Most of all the spirit of volunteers came through in their kindness and caring. I became aware that they were giving their time and strength to help those who were in pain and need of medical care. My hat is off to the vast number of caring people in every community whom we call volunteers. We love them!

Stella Lang was one of my math teachers in high school. I was especially fond of her, though not of math. One day she said to me, "Don't you like me anymore? I speak to you and you do not respond." I had no idea I was ignoring her. When I went home and told mother, she said, "Let's go to see Dr. Fletcher."


He was the physician in our little town, and upon looking in my ears he said, "They are full of wax. I will wash them out for you." I was amazed to see the large chunks of wax he removed, as well as to have good hearing again.


Later in life I came to know a man who was obsessed by the fear that he was losing his hearing. He refused to see a doctor for fear he would recommend a hearing aid. He struggled against the pall of silence gathering around him. He was about to lose his job. I told him my story, and sure enough when he went to the doctor it was discovered that his ears were almost closed by wax. Fear often keeps us from coming to the health giver!

JULY 22 nd


Galen, next to Hippocrates, the greatest physician of antiquity, practiced in Rome around the middle of the second century, A.D. When someone commented upon the rapid recovery of his patient he replied, "I bound his wounds but God healed him." Galen knew there was a power beyond his own.


When I was a lad there was a lady in the sanatorium who appeared to other patients to be better on Wednesdays. "Do you have some special treatment on Wednesdays? We have watched you for weeks and every Wednesday afternoon you are brighter than you were before. You are making your recovery on Wednesdays."


"Yes," she replied, "something does happen to me on Wednesdays. Back in Illinois there is a prayer circle that meets every Wednesday. They pray for me, and God works with me for healing." In that spirit Henry Van Dyke wrote:


He that careth for the sick and wounded


Watcheth not alone.


There are three in the darkness together,


And the third is the Lord.

The power of the Lord was present to heal them. 
(Luke 5:17).

JULY 23rd


It is not a perfect faith that heals - it is a perfect Savior that heals! Yet, He needs all the faith we have to accomplish healing and recovery. Annie Johnson Flint put it this way:


When we have exhausted our store of endurance,


When our strength has failed ere the day is half done,


When we reach the end of our hoarded resources,


Our Father's full giving is only begun. 


He giveth more!

"Fear imprisons, faith liberates," said Harry Emerson Fosdick, "fear paralyzes, faith empowers; fear disheartens, faith encourages; and most of all fear puts hopelessness into the heart of life, while faith rejoices in its God."


Leslie Weatherhead said it simply: "Sometimes it is more important to know what kind of fellah has a germ, than what kind of germ has a fellah."

Thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace....

JULY 24th


There once lived on the Gaspe' Peninsula in Quebec a little girl who had a rare disease which only rest, time, and the will to live could cure. The child was so enamored with the statue of Saint Anne that she could see from her window that she made no effort to recover. Death, she felt, would unite her with her saintly friend.


She so desired to die that she became weaker every day. To her priest she said, "If the Saint does not wish me to die, she will give me some sign." Then one night she awakened to the sound of glorious music and saw the statue of Saint Anne radiantly covered in silvery light. "It is the sign," she said, "the Saint wants me to live." Immediately she began to get well.


The priest called his people together and told them how the "miracle" had happened. Knowing how the full moon always bathed the statue of Saint Anne, he had slipped into the church to play the organ at the right moment and had awakened the child. The people were resentful and did not want to give up their miracle. The priest explained, "You have beheld a far greater miracle - the power of faith within that little sick girl!"

He had faith to be healed. (Acts 14:9).

JULY 25th


Dr. Elmer Robertson once said to me, "It is the emotional person we are having difficulty in curing. Unfortunately, we have never been able to develop a scalpel with which we can get into a person's mind and operate on that which is causing the mischief, namely, fear, anxiety or guilt."


Then he witnessed to his own faith saying, "There is only one physician who can heal the mind and that is the Great Physician. And what a healer He is, what a genius in His touch as He lays His fingers cool and strong, upon one's mind." He then quoted Job: "Acquaint thyself with him, and be at peace." (Job 22:21).


Dale Carnegie had this testimony: "When I am so busy that I do not have time to pray then I know it is time to pray. I just forget everything and go to church. I yield myself to God, and tension and anxiety go out of me and peace and power come in." Eliphaz said to Job,  "He shall save the humble person." God can never come into our

lives until we feel the need of Him!

JULY 26th


We have friends in Santa Rosa, CA and when we visit them I always go to the Luther Burbank home and gardens. Burbank was born in Lancaster, Mass., but eventually made his way to California. He believed that "every weed could be made a flower."


We may never have heard of Burbank had he not been a very sick person. Worse still, he was filled with the fear that because of his illness he would be a failure in life.


He had been working in a hot, dusty factory in Worcester, Mass. He quit that job and went to work in a plant nursery. Illness caused him to move to California. There he worked with plants outdoors, regained his health, and became one of the world's great naturalists.


Had it not been for his illness we may never have heard from him. "If life hands you a lemon, make some lemonade."

JULY 27th


I have written often about Robert Louis Stevenson, citing his gallant spirit, but let him speak for himself where this spirit was born:


"For fourteen years I have not had a day's real health; I have wakened sick and gone to bed weary; and I have done my day unflinchingly. I have written in bed, and written out of it, written in hemorrhages, written in sickness, written torn by coughing, written when my head swam from weakness; and for so long, it seems to me I have won my wager and recovered my glove.


"...At least I have not failed, but I would have preferred a place of trumpetings, and the open air over my head....And the battle goes on - ill or well, is a trifle, so as it goes. I was made for a contest, and the Powers have so willed that my battlefield should be this dingy, inglorious one of the bed and the physic bottle."


The history of literature reveals a remarkable story. Think of Milton's blindness, Alexander Pope's grotesque deformity, the tubercular Keats and Emily Bronte; Consider Emerson and Tennyson with their chronic infections the epilepsy of Swinburne and Flaubert - all these may have been strengthened by their infirmity.

JULY 28th


Jesus never underrated the heartbreak of his hearers. He entered into their suffering with compassion.


Mark Twain in his autobiography, told of his little daughter, Susy, who at seven was going to pieces over a broken toy and a picnic canceled because of rain. Her mother told her not to cry over "little things." To this Susy responded, "Mama, what is 'little things'?"


Adults tend to forget that the loss of a little girl's doll, limp and ragged from much cuddling, and its rosy cheeks soiled from much kissing, has the power to bring heartbreak which the glib promises of a new doll tomorrow cannot quickly heal.


One of the repeated phrases in the New Testament about our Lord was this, "He was moved with compassion." When he saw the multitude that they were like sheep without a shepherd, "He was moved with compassion." There are no"little things"when you are hurting!

I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger.(John 6:35).

JULY 29th


In the film MADAME CURIE, after the 487th experiment had failed Pierre gives up in despair, crying, "It can't be done; it can't be done! Maybe in a hundred years it can be done but never in our lifetime." Madame Curie confronts him with a resolute face and says, "If it takes a hundred years it will be a pity, but I dare not do less than work for it so long as I have life."


At a Cancer Research Committee at the Duke Medical Center Betty Lou and I felt just such determination to win the battle for those who are suffering from various forms of malignancies. It is amazing to us the advances made by Duke research scientists in the last three years.


There is inspiration for those in the labs, and all of us who care, when we remember how Boulder Dam came to be. It cost sacrifice. Eighty-nine person lost their lives in building the dam, but they gave their lives believing that it could happen. The tribute to them says simply, "For those who died that the desert might bloom."

Praise ye the Lord. (Psalm 150:1).

JULY 30th


Geothe, the great German writer, was known as a very healthy person, but he once said, "I never had an affliction that I did not turn into a poem."


Yet there is hardly a sound body in the roster of the world's most distinguished writers; and of those blessed with physical health, there was nearly always a spiritual anguish that had to be borne. The poet Heine, who suffered much both physically and mentally, wrote,



Out of my deepest sorrows, 



I make my little songs.


A break in health brings pain, but while it takes one out of the flow of activity for a time, it may show him what the real current of life is, as distinguished from its eddies. Consider how often it happens that it takes an interruption to reveal the continuity.

Thou hast enlarged me when I was in distress. 
(Psalm 4:1).

JULY 31st


The Rockefeller Foundation reminded us in WW II how indebted we are to each other; affirming the faith that the fabric of an international world cannot be destroyed even in conflict:


"An American soldier wounded on a battlefield in the Far East owes his life to the Japanese scientist, Kiasato, who isolated the bacillus of the tetanus. A Russian soldier saved by a blood transfusion is indebted to Landsteiner, an Austrian.


"A German is shielded from Typhoid fever with the help of a Russian, Metchnikoff. A Dutch marine in the East Indies is protected from malaria because of the experiments of an Italian, Grassi; while a British aviator in North Africa escapes death from surgical infection because a Frenchman, Pasteur and a German, Koch, elaborated a new technique....


"From birth to death they are surrounded by an invisible host - the spirit of men who never thought in terms of flags or boundary lines and who never served a lesser loyalty than the welfare of mankind."
